PRESENT WERE:  Ted East, Bill Stewart, Mark Schmitt, Steve Anderson, Lori Gorsegner, Gloria Brunner, Bob Felske, Pete Boss, Annette Barna, Allen Lobermeier, Jeff Wallace and Sharon Lee.

Meeting was called to order by Bill Stewart at 7:30 am. Minutes were approved by Steve Anderson seconded by Gloria Brunner.  Carried by voice vote.  

Amendment of by-laws.  Discussion held on amending the by-laws to add Jail  Administrator, Clerk of Court and County Administrative Coordinator.   Motion to approve amending the by-laws to add Jail Administrator, Clerk of Court and County Administrative Coordinator was made by Al Lobermeier and seconded by Mark Schmitt.  Carried by voice vote.  

Expand Article IV, Section C, #2 (standing committees) to include data committee.  Bill Stewart explained reasoning for the addition of the data committee.  Steve Anderson stated he is for the committee and will be the committee chair.  Steve Anderson stated that he would like to have data in two areas: probation revocation and IDIP.  Ted East stated that the domestic abuse program would be another area and that in the past this was done by Nancy Hahn.  Ted also volunteered to be on the data committee.  Steve Anderson made a motion to add the data committee to CJCC seconded by Al Lobermeier  and carried by voice vote. 

Bill Stewart talked to the members about the other committees on CJCC.  The current committees are (1) grant/funding committee  (2) criminal court review committee  (3) juvenile court review committee and now (4) data committee.   Bill asked the members to email Sharon and let her know what committee they want to be on.  All were reminded that the committees meet outside of CJCC meetings and report back to CJCC.  

Discussion was held on annual reporting of the CJCC to County Board of Supervisors.  May or June were brought up as good dates to report to the Board.  Drug Court will also be part of this presentation.  Members were asked to volunteer.  Motion by Pete Boss to have an annual reporting of the CJCC to the County Board, seconded by Steven Anderson.  Carried by voice vote. 

Drug Endangered Children and IDIP presentations will be added to next month’s meeting.

Mapping – Rusk County has a very good start on mapping.  The committee felt it was a good tool to educate others of each department roles and would like to continue working on it.
