PURPOSE
In order for the CDBG Program to operate effectively, and to address the needs of the citizens of the

County of Rusk, the entire population must be kept informed. The decision-making process must be
open and consistent with State and Federal regulations. To accomplish this, the following plan will be
followed:

PROGRAM OVERSIGHT

The County of Rusk shall create a Citizen Participation Committee, members of which shall be
appointed by the County Board Chair and confirmed by the County Board. This Committee
shall be responsible for implementation of the Citizen Participation Plan (CPP), as well as
offering guidance in preparation of the grant application.

The County of Rusk shall oversee the preparation of the Community Development Block Grant
(CDBG) grant application.

To insure responsiveness to the needs of its citizens, the County of Rusk shall provide for and
encourage citizen participation. Particular emphasis shall be given to participation by persons
of low- to- moderate income (LMI).

CITIZEN PARTICIPATION

The County of Rusk shall establish a committee composed of persons representative of the
County of Rusk demographics. This committee must include at least one LMI person.

The committee members should also include representatives from the local government, real
estate, banking, and labor communities whenever possible. This committee shall assume
responsibility for coordinating all required elements of the Citizen Participation Plan. All
committee members must be residents of the County of Rusk.

NOTICE OF HEARINGS

1

Official notice of hearings will be by public notice in the Ladysmith News as a 2-week (14
days) notice prior to the hearing date. In addition, the public notice shall be posted at the
County of Rusk in the County Courthouse. These notices will include the time, place and date
of meetings, as well as a brief agenda.

All notifications of meetings and available assistance must be worded in such a way as to
encourage LMI participation. In addition, all meeting announcements shall include where, and
during what time, information and records relating to the proposed and actual use of funds
may be found.

REQUIRED PUBLIC HEARINGS
Public hearings shall be held to obtain citizen views and to enable them to respond to proposals at all

stages of the CDBG Program, including the development of needs, the review of proposed activities
and the review of program performance. Hearings shall be held after adequate notice, at times and
locations convenient to potential or actual beneficiaries and with accommodations for the
handicapped, and, if needed, for non-English speaking persons.

1. The first hearing will receive citizens’ views and provide an explanation of:

a. Community development needs, objectives, and strategies.
b. The CDBG program including goals, objectives, application process, amount of funds
available, timetable, eligible activities, etc.

2. The second hearing will receive citizens’ views and provide a review of the performance of the
funded activities.

(1) Recommend to the county board of supervisors rules and regulations
concerning the operation of the animal shelter, standards for collection,
care, custody, and disposal of animals at large, public nuisance animals,
vicious animals, and standards for the maintenance of animal holding
facilities and guard and sentry dogs.

(2) Review the proposed budget of the animal shelter and make
recommendations to the county board in accordance with the county
budget procedure.

(3) Upon written complaint, conduct a public hearing to determine if an
animal or holding facility, is a public nuisance animal or holding facility.

(4) Upon written complaint, conduct a public hearing to determine if an
animal is a vicious animal.

(5) The county animal shelter board shall examine all claims against the dog
license fund and make its report therein as provided by Wis. Stats. Ch.
174.
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(6) To provide that the county animal shelter board is the board designated
as required by state statutes that may modify or withdraw abatement
orders issued under Wis. Stats. § 173.11 by humane officers appointed
by the county.

(7) Shall oversee maintenance of the animal shelter.

(8) Shall be the oversight committee of the animal shelter manager and the
Rusk County Humane Officer.

(9) Shall consist of five voting members, all of whom are county board
supervisors. Each member shall be appointed in the same manner and at
the same time as are county standing committee members,

The City Council authorized me to submit the following terms in regard to an offer for a purchase and property exchange
with Rusk County.

-City receives full ownership of all jointly managed industrial buildings (Fritz, Gates, ADF, Enterprise Center, 501
Doughty, 1402 Jez & the new infill building that will connect 501 and 1402.)

-City receives full ownership of all jointly owned vacant land in the industrial park. *(City is currently having maps made
showing each individual parcel with the portion of the parcel that is mapped DNR wetland or has identified wetland
indicator soils, which would render those portions of land virtually unbuildable)

-City, upon property transfer, becomes solely responsible for all rent collection, maintenance and upkeep costs on all
former JM properties.

-City MAY seek agreement to contract with Rusk County for maintenance services on the subject buildings.

-City agrees that if it sells any of the former JM properties or industrial land within 5 years of the agreement, County
shall receive half of the sales proceeds in excess of the debt payments.

-County receives full ownership of the animal shelter building.

-County receives annual payment from City to cover County debt payment on Forest |, Forest |l and Gates from 2025-
2029 ($150,366.25, $149,460, $148,336.25, $149,922.50, $90,562.50 according to estimates provided by County Finance
Dept.) $688,647.50 in total.
